In
addition to the standard elements of previous years, we are incorporating a Legacy Luncheon, where we
will celebrate and honor women and one teenage girl who has impacted the community.

Girlfriends Get-A-Way Women’s Retreat™ (GFG) is a Christian-based women’s conference that allows
women to take a break from life’s daily routine to relax, refresh and refocus through activities that merge
ministry, practical application, personal development and outreach. With a strong emphasis on friendship, GFG
believes women are not designed to go through life alone; everyone needs the support of a girlfriend.

During a series of life challenges, Leslie Goode realized one cannot go through life without wisdom, faith and the
support of girlfriends. Seeing her friends with similar challenges, Leslie’s dream was to create an atmosphere
for Christian girlfriends to get away from the hustle and bustle of everyday life to relax, refresh and refocus. God
blessed Leslie with this dream when the first GFG came to fruition in 2007.

Initially, GFG was designed to be a one-time, one-day event. After seeing the impact of Min. Wonderland
Hudson’s message for women to “...wise up, lighten up and rise up,” a one-time event turned into an official
conference. In 2008, the first GFG two-day conference expanded to encompass an elegant brunch and series
of sessions with multiple speakers encouraging the women to “fan the flame” by pushing past fears and tapping
into the talents and gifts God placed in their hearts.

In 2009, GFG pushed to the next level; women were encouraged to get “back to the basics.” It was also the
introductory year of G.E.N.E.S.1.S. (Girls Experiencing New Encounters; Succeeding In Sisterhood), a program
designed to help high school girls achieve their destiny and purpose in life through exposure to life skills training,
the arts and professional development.

Now entering into its fourth year, with God’s direction Goode is ready to take GFG to the next level. In addition
to what participants have come to love and expect from GFG, the 2010 conference will also incorporate
additional activities such as a legacy luncheon, which will honor women in our community and one high school
girl. Sisterhood knows no boundaries, and GFG will continue to touch the lives of women and girls everywhere
for generations to come.

It is understood that the exhibit space must be set up by 5pm until 11pm on Sept. 17, 2010
and 8am until 4pm on Sept.18, 2010.

If there is a need for electric service, please indicate on the attached application form
(110 volts only).

No telephone lines will be provided.

Girlfriends Get-A-Way or Goode Resources to Achieve Community Excellence will not be held
responsible for items in the exhibit spaces. It will be your responsibility to ensure expensive items are not
left unsupervised.
